We  believe  that  these  findings  need  to  be gathered,   addressed   and   integrated   so   that   a   more	holistic   view   of   the interrelationships between human habitat and the environment can be established. Such an effort is deemed important especially when we are striving towards realising sustainable  development  established  by  the  Brundtland  Report  and  reinforced  by the Agenda 21.
